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EDUKACINES REABILITACIJOS MOKSLO YPATUMAI
VIDURIO IR RYTY EUROPOJE!
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Anotacija

Moksliniai Zurnalai yra vieni svarbiausiy informacijos $altiniy, kalbant apie eduka-
cinés reabilitacijos situacij, turinj ir Kitus jos svarbius bruozus. Sios srities moksliniy
zurnaly turinio analizé nugviedia jos pagrindines tendencijas ir raida. Sio darbo tiks-
las - iSanalizuoti pagrindinius edukacinés reabilitacijos praktikos skiriamuosius bruo-
zus Vidurio ir Ryty Europos Salyse, konkreciai 15 posocialistiniy $aliy, kuriose praéju-
sio amZiaus 9 de$imtmetyje vyko esminiai politiniai ir socialiniai poky¢iai. Sis tyrimas
apima 4 mokslo Zurnalus, kuriuose edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslininkai publikavo
didziaja dalj atlikto mokslinio darbo laikotarpiu nuo 2008 m. iki 2016 m. Tai yra: Cro-
atian Review of Rehabilitation Research (Kroatijos moksliniy tyrimy reabilitacijos tema
apzvalga), Journal of Special Education and Rehabilitation (Zurnalas apie specialyjj ugdy-
mgq ir reabilitacijq), Research in Developmental Disabilities (Moksliniai tyrimai vystymosi
negaliy tema) ir Special Education (Specialusis ugdymas). Sis tyrimas grindziamas 273
publikuoty anotacijy analize, taikant kiekybine turinio analize.

Pagrindiné hipotezé, kad Europos posocialistiniy Saliy edukacinés reabilitacijos
mokslas iSsiskiria savo turiniu ir metodais, kuriy pagrindinis tikslas yra plétoti mokslis-
kai patikrintas intervencijas, prisidedancias prie jvairiy sunkumy turin¢iy asmeny vys-
tymosi, Svietimo ir socialinés padéties gerinimo, buvo i$ dalies patvirtinta. Buvo nusta-
tyta, kad Siy Saliy edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslo turinys ir metodai skiriasi nuo kity
Saliy, taciau nebuvo patvirtinta, kad dominuoja moksliskai patikrintos intervencijos.
Edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslui pirmiausia budingos tam tikros nejgaliy asmeny spe-
cifiniy gebéjimy temos, pateikiant jvairiy intervenciniy metody efektyvumo analize - ji
pateikiama trecdalyje publikacijy. Apibendrinant galima teigti, kad $io tyrimo rezulta-
tai rodo, jog reikia toliau tobulinti moksline veiklg Vidurio ir Ryty Europos edukacinés
reabilitacijos mokslo srityje tiek taikant jvairesnes mokslines metodikas, tiek skiriant
démesj pacioms intervencijoms (jskaitant jvertinima, bet taip pat ir teorinj pagrindima,
galvojant apie jy prasminguma).

»,Mokslo ir tam tikry mokslo discipliny vystymosi greitis ir dinamika priklau-
so nuo metodologijos kiurimo, naujy moksliniy tyrimy metody ir instrumenty
taikymo, mokslinés bendruomenés atvirumo ir kiirybiskumo* (Joki¢, Zauder, ir
Letina, 2012). Be to, gerai Zinoma, kad tam tikros disciplinos mokslinj patikimu-
ma lemia jo metodas arba metodai, padedantys formuluoti teorijas ar hipotezes
apie konkrecios disciplinos subjekta, taip patir metodai, naudojami disciplinos
pagrindiniy teorijy iSbandymui. Kalbant apie edukacinés reabilitacijos moksla?,
duomeny rinkimas, analizé, aiSkinimas ir duomeny naudojimas arba tyrimo re-
zultatai yra skirti socialiniy, ugdymo, terapiniy ir kity gerovés veiksniy asme-
nims ir / arba socialinéms grupéms, kurios dél jvairiy priezasciy yra patyrusios
socialineés atskirties rizika, supratimui, apibiidinimui, prognozavimui ir / arba
kirimui (Gersten ir kt., 2005; Mertens, 2015; Vaughn ir Swanson, 2015). Tai yra
palyginti nauja ir maza moksliné bendruomené, kuri susiduria su sudétingais
moksliniais ir profesiniais i$Stkiais, turint omenyje gyventojy, su kuriais ji susi-
jusi, ivairove ir sudétinguma. Edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslo pagrinda sudaro
daugialypis priezastingumas, kai kalbame apie jvairiy sunkumy kilme, jskai-
tant etiologinius ir fenomenologinius sunkumy aspektus, skirtingos socialinés
aplinkos ypatumus, ugdymo ir reabilitaciniy intervencijy vartotojy asmenines
savybes, taip pat paciy intervencijy ypatumus.

Salend (2011) apibrézia edukacine reabilitacija kaip mokslo discipling, ap-
imancia specialiai parengty ir suderinty visapusisky tyriminiy procedury, nu-
kreipty i vertinima (diagnoze), ugdyma ir jvairias terapines paslaugas asme-
nims turintiems vystymosi, mokymosi, elgesio sunkumy bei sergantiems léti-
némis ligomis, sudaryma, vystyma ir tobulinima. Be to, edukacinés reabilitaci-
jos tyrimai yra skirti nejgaliyjy lygiateisiSkumui patvirtinti, siekiant skatinti jy
dalyvavima visose socialinio gyvenimo srityse lygiomis teisémis su kitais (kaip
pavyzdZziui, ugdyme, darbo rinkoje, Seimoje, pilietinéje visuomenéje ir t.t.). Pri-
taikant moksliniy tyrimy rezultatus praktikoje, vystosi pati mokslo disciplina:
formuojami jos tikslai, profesinis identitetas, akademiniai standartai ir Kiti
edukacinés reabilitacijos specialisty profesinés veiklos aspektai (Leahy, 2017).
Tikimasi, kad mokslas pagerins profesine praktika, sujungdamas mokslinius
jrodymus apie edukacinés reabilitacijos veikla konkrecioje aplinkoje, siekiant
sukurti veiksmingas intervencijas, arba prisidédamas prie praktinio darbo pla-
navimo, remiantis gerai Zinomais empiriniais jrodymais, duodanciais pageidau-
jamus intervencijos rezultatus (Rice ir kt., 2010).

Kadangi moksliniai tyrimai atlieka lemiama vaidmeni, tobulinant edukaci-
nés reabilitacijos praktika, moksliniai Zurnalai yra vieni svarbiausiy $altiniy, su-

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teikianc¢iy informacijos apie pacios mokslo disciplinos biikle, turinj ir kitas svar-
bias savybes (Nolen, 2009). Tam tikro regiono moksliniy Zurnaly turinio analizé
nusviecia jos pagrindines tendencijas ir raida (Minton, Morris, Yaites, 2014).
Jei mokslinis darbas yra vertinamas kaip informacijos Saltinis, siekiant tobu-
linti profesine praktika, tai temos, kurioms jis skiriamas, netiesiogiai atspindi
profesine edukacinés reabilitacijos praktika konkrecioje geografinéje vietovéje
ir laike, ypac jo turinys, teorinés koncepcijos bei galimybés jgyvendinti pacios
mokslo disciplinos mokslinius ir teorinius pasiekimus (Skledar, 2005). Trumpai
tariant, publikacijy turinio analizés tikslas yra istirti edukacinés reabilitacijos
mokslo biikle kaip atspirties taska, kalbant apie jo tobulinimo ir vystymo porei-
kius bei kryptis.

Demirok, Baglama ir Besgul (2015), apibendrindami edukacinés reabilitaci-
jos mokslo publikacijy ir Zurnaly turinio analizés rezultatus, nurodo, kad moks-
lininkams reikia aktyviau dalyvauti tiriant intervencijas, kurios yra daug geriau
iStirtos amerikieciy literatiiroje, lyginant su Europos literatira. Tuo pat metu
Vaughn ir Swanson (2015) teigia, koks didelis edukacinés reabilitacijos tyrimy
indeélis, gerinant intervencijas ir mokymosi biidus ne tik sunkumy patiriantiems
vaikams, bet ir jprastai besivystantiems mokiniams. Haber ir kt. (2016) taip pat
nurodo, kad neseniai padaugéjo literatiiros apie jvairias intervencijas, kuriy
veiksmingumas gali buti vidutiniskai moksliskai patvirtintas. Woo, Goo ir Lee
(2016) isanalizavo sunkumus aprasancias publikacijas, kurias per laikotarpj
nuo 2003 m. iki 2013 m. iSleido 10 svarbiausiy JAV Zurnaly. Jie padareé iSvadg,
kad empiriniu ir teoriniu (konceptualiuoju) pagrindu grindziamas vienodas pu-
blikacijy skaicius. Empirinése publikacijose dominuoja kiekybiniai tyrimai, tuo
tarpu Zymiai maziau publikacijy pagrjstos kokybiniais ir miSriais metodais. Di-
dzioji dauguma publikacijy buvo skirta specifinéms vystymosi negaléms, trec-
dalis - specifiniams mokymosi sunkumams, o maziau nei ketvirtadalyje buvo
analizuojamos kitos temos. [domu tai, kad bendrai tarp Zurnaly, kuriuose raso-
ma jvairiomis temomis, dominuoja lyties ir seksualinés orientacijos, skirtingy
pasauléziiiry temos, tuo tarpu apie vystymosi sunkumus rasoma maziau (Woo,
Goo, ir Lee, 2016).

Sio tyrimo tikslas yra analizuoti pagrindinius edukacinés reabilitacijos
mokslo bruoZzus Vidurio ir Ryty Europos Salyse - buitent 15 posocialistiniy Saliy,
kuriose ne taip seniai (XX a. 9 deSimtmetyje) vyko dideli politiniai ir socialiniai
poky¢iai. Tarp jy yra 11 ES nariy (Bulgarija, Kroatija, Cekija, Estija, Latvija, Lie-
tuva, Lenkija, Rumunija, Slovakija ir Slovénija) drauge su 4 buvusios Jugoslavi-
jos respublikomis, kurios Siuo metu kandidatuoja j ES (Bosnija ir Hercegovina,
Serbija, Juodkalnija ir Makedonija). Yra gerai Zinoma, kad dauguma buvusiy
socialistiniy Saliy turi panaSiy problemuy, ta¢iau jas sprendzia, taikydamos skir-
tingus metodus ir modelius, todél skirtingi ir poky¢iy padariniai (IliSin, Radin,
2002). Taigi, bendra Europos posocialistiniy Saliy praeitis tampa vis maZiau ir
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maziau atpazjstama, o tai atspindi visus Zmogaus veiklos aspektus, jskaitant
moksline veikla (Rado, 2011).

Edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslas vystosi visose 15 Saliy, jtraukty j Sig ana-
lize, taciau kaip jvairiy mokslo sriciy dalis ir yra déstomas skirtinguose fakul-
tetuose. Kroatija, Bosnija ir Hercegovina, Serbija, Vengrija, Bulgarija ir Lietuva
turi savarankiskus edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslo fakultetus, o Kitose Salyse
edukaciné reabilitacija yra déstoma edukologijos fakultetuose (Lenkija, Rumu-
nija, Slovakija, Cekija, Slovénija, Estija), socialiniy ir humanitariniy moksly fa-
kultetuose (Makedonija ir Juodkalnija) arba medicinos fakultete (Latvija).

Autoriai sutaria, kad Sis mokslas vystosi léc¢iau nei vyksta musy stebimi po-
kyciai Vakary Europoje ir kitose iSsivysciusiose pasaulio dalyse (Paldam & Tin-
ggaard Svendsen, 2000). Kwiek (2011) mano, kad taip yra todél, kad Svietimo
sistema yra labai centralizuota, daugiau démesio yra skiriama formaliy kvalifi-
kaciju, o ne realiy kompetencijy jgijimui, egzistuoja stiprus rysys tarp socialiniy
moksly ir Salies politiniy tiksly (pirmiausia tai kyla dél valstybés finansuojamo
mokslo) ir kiti panasis veiksniai.

Sio tyrimo tikslas - i$analizuoti pagrindinius 15 posocialistiniy Europos $a-
liy mokslininky publikacijy nuo 2008 m. iki 2016 m. bruozus, siekiant suZinoti
svarbiausius Siuolaikinio edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslo bruozus Europos po-
socialistinése Salyse. Tyrimas yra pagrjstas publikacijy anotacijy turinio anali-
ze, taikant kiekybine turinio analize; kitaip tariant, moksliskai pagrista kieky-
bine pagrindiniy idéjy, teksto turinio ar kitos reikSmingos medziagos analize
(Neuendorf, 2017; Krippendorff, 2013). Kiekybinis turinio analizés aspektas
reiSkia, kad tai yra kiekybinio jvertinimo rezultatas, skai¢iuojant ir sujungiant
tam tikrus analizés vienetus arba skaiCiuojant pries tai nustatyty kategorijy pa-
sikartojimo daznius (Mani¢, 2014).

Sis tyrimas yra skirtas vyraujancio turinio ir metody analizei mokslininky i$
15 posocialistiniy Europos $aliy mokslinése publikacijose edukacinés reabilita-
cijos tema per nustatyta laikotarpij 4 reprezentatyviuose zurnaluose. Tyrimas
remiasi prielaida, kad Europos posocialistiniy Saliy edukacinés reabilitacijos
mokslas pasizymi jam biudingu turiniu ir metodais, turint pagrindinj tikslg plé-
toti moksliskai patikrintas intervencijas, kurios prisideda prie asmeny, turinciy
jvairiy sunkumy, vystymosi, ugdymo ir socialinés padéties.

Tyrimo metodai

Tyrimo imtis buvo suformuota atliekant paieska Scopus duomeny bazéje.
Scopus yra didziausia multidisciplininés mokslinés literatiiros rinkoje egzis-
tuojanti duomeny bazé, ir kadangi pries atranka Zurnalus ir straipsnius ripes-
tingai atrenka redkolegijy darbuotojai, $i duomeny bazé yra tinkama ir auksto
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lygio (Chadegani ir kt., 2013 m.). Siame tyrime neanalizuojama paciy Zurnaly
ir straipsniy kokybé, bet jais naudojamasi kaip atskaitos tasku duomenims, su-
sijusiems su Siame tyrime keliamais klausimais. Duomeny bazéje buvo identi-
fikuoti tie socialiniy moksly leidiniai, kuriuose bent vienas i$ autoriy buvo i$
kokios nors vienos i§ 15 Europos posocialistiniy Saliy. PaieSka buvo papildomai
sutrumpinta, apsiribojant laikotarpiu nuo 1996 m. iki 2016 m., taip pat tomis
publikacijomis, kuriose buvo anotacijos. Laikotarpis buvo dar labiau sutrum-
pintas iki 2008-2016 m., kadangi iki tol atrinkti Zurnalai nebuvo indeksuoti Sco-
pus duomeny bazéje.

Pasirinktus Zurnalus kiekvienos srities ekspertai perklasifikavo pagal Tarp-
tautinés ekonominio bendradarbiavimo ir plétros organizacijos klasifikacijos
sistemg (OECD, 2007 m.), remiantis iSsamiomis jZvalgomis apie kiekviename
i$ analizuojamy Zurnaly keliamg tikslg ir nagrinéjamas problemas. Siam tyri-
mui buvo atrinkti 23 Zurnalai, skirti edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslui, kuriuose
buvo paskelbti Vidurio ir Ryty Europos mokslininky darbai.

IS Siy 23 Zurnaly per pasirinktg laikotarpj mokslininkai i§ posocialistiniy
Europos Saliy dauguma savo darby paskelbé 4 Zurnaluose: Croatian Review of
Rehabilitation Research (Kroatijos moksliniy tyrimy reabilitacijos tema apZval-
ga), Journal of Special Education and Rehabilitation (Zurnalas apie specialyjj ug-
dymaq ir reabilitacijq), Research in Developmental Disabilities (Moksliniai tyrimai
vystymosi negaliy tema) ir Special Education (Specialusis ugdymas). Reikia paZy-
meéti, kad Sie 4 Zurnalai neapima visos Vidurinés ir Ryty Europos edukacinés re-
abilitacijos srities, bet buvo atrinkti pagal Sio konkretaus tyrimo metodologija,
nes tai yra Zurnalai, kurie yra skirti tik edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslui.

Trys i$ jy yra leidziami Vidurio ir Ryty
Europos Salyse, o vienas - Vakary Europoje. Croatian Review of Rehabilitation
Research (Kroatijos moksliniy tyrimy reabilitacijos tema apZvalga) leidziamas
Kroatijoje, Journal of Special Education and Rehabilitation (Zurnalas apie spe-
cialyjj ugdymgq ir reabilitacijq) yra leidZiamas Makedonijoje, Special Educati-
on (Specialusis ugdymas) - Lietuvoje, o Research in Developmental Disabilities
(Moksliniai tyrimai vystymosi negaliy tema) - Jungtinéje Karalystéje.

Kodavimas ir duomeny analizé

Siekiant suzinoti publikacijy skaiciy, temy jvairove ir taikoma metodologija,
anotacijos i$ pasirinkty Zurnaly, kurie yra indeksuoti Scopus duomeny bazéje,
buvo suskirstytos pagal:

e leidimo metus,
e tyrimo klausimg,

e nagrinéjamy sunkumy pobidj (nesukonkretinti sunkumai, daugybiniai
sunkumai, bendroji populiacija, specifiniai mokymosi sunkumai, intelekto
sunkumai, kalbos, balso ir kalbéjimo sunkumai, motorikos sunkumai, regé-
jimo sutrikimai, klausos sutrikimai, autizmo sutrikimai, 1étinés ligos, elge-
sio problemos; jvairis),

e publikacijos tipa (originalus mokslinis tyrimas arba moksliné apzvalga).

Teminés grupés buvo suformuotos, nusakant jas abstrakciu turiniu, kuomet
démesys sutelkiamas j darba, orientuota j vartotoja, edukacinés reabilitacijos
intervencijas ar jvairiy sunkumy socialinius aspektus. Remiantis Siuo kriteriju-
mi, buvo apibréztos 7 teminés grupés:
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e vartotojy gebéjimai ir savybés (pvz., prisitaikanti elgsena, balso-kalbéjimo
kalbiniai gebéjimai, funkciniai gebéjimai, socialiniai jgtidZiai ir gebéjimai,
bendravimas ir motoriniai jguidZiai ir gebéjimai ir t. t.),

e sunkumy daznumas, klasifikavimas, aprasymas ir diagnostika (pvz., agresy-
vaus elgesio pasireiSkimas, jvairiy sunkumy klinikiné perspektyva, létinés
ligos, patyc¢iy daznumas, klasifikacijos sistemos, testy ir kity instrumenty
metrineés savybeés...),

kriminacija, nejgaliyjy socialiné padétis, Svietimo jstaigy inkliuziné kultira,
Svietimo pagalbos sistemos, specialisty ugdymas, su nejgaliais asmenimis
susijusi vieSoji politika ir teisés, specialios ir bendrojo lavinimo moky-
klos...),

e terapija ir intervencijos (pvz., meno terapijos aprasymas ir / arba jvertini-
mas, ankstyvosios intervencijos, elgesio terapija, reabilitacija ir darbinio
jgalinimo modeliai, jvairiapusis gydymas...),

e tévysté (pvz., Seimos aplinka, socialiné ir ekonominé padétis, tévy prisitai-
kymas prie vaiko sunkumy, tévysteé nejgaliyjy tarpe...),

e mokslinés temos (vertinimo instrumenty pagristumas, epistemologiniai
svarstymai, intervencijos modeliai...).

Moksliniai tyrimai taip pat buvo suskirstyti pagal Siuos pozZymius:

e taikytas analizés metodas (kiekybinis, kokybinis arba misriy metody tyri-
mo dizainas),

e taikytas duomeny rinkimo metodas (klausimynai, testai ir uzZduotys, inter-
viu, turinio analizé, atvejo studija ir keliy metody derinys),

e tyrimo tipas (koreliacinis, apraSomasis, eksperimentinis),
e imties charakteristikos (dydis ir jvairove).

Straipsniai, priskirti prie koreliaciniy tyrimy - tai tokie straipsniai, kuriuose
siekiama rasti rySius tarp kintamyjy grupés ar grupiy (analizuotos savybeés),
o publikacijos, kurios buvo priskirtos prie aprasomyjy tyrimy - tai publikaci-
jos, kuriomis siekiama rasti svarbiy bendry bruozy populiacijoje ar reiskinyje,
jskaitant jy palyginimg ir jvertinima. Straipsniai, priskirti prie eksperimentiniy
tyrimy - tai visos tos publikacijos, kur siekiama analizuoti kokio nors i$ anksto
apgalvoto veiksnio (paprastai intervencijy) poveikj, kad bty galima nustatyti,
kaip jis paveikia skirtingus aptariamo dalyko poZymius.

Duomenys buvo iSanalizuoti apraSomuoju lygiu pagal absoliucius daznius
Zurnalo, kuriame buvo paskelbtas straipsnis, atZvilgiu.
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Rezultatai ir diskusija

Kokybinés turinio analizés rezultatai parodé, kad edukacinés reabilitacijos
mokslui daugiausiai budingos temos, susijusios su konkreciais tam tikry sun-
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kumy turin¢iy asmeny grupiy gebéjimais, o trecdalis darby yra skirti jvairiy
risiy intervencijy efektyvumo jvertinimui ir visi jie pratesia ankstesniy tyrimy
temas (Demirok, Baglama & Besgul, 2015; Vaughn & Swanson, 2015; Haber ir
kt., 2016; Woo, Goo & Lee, 2016). Daugiausia tyrimy skirta specifiniy sunku-
my poZymiy analizei, todél galima daryti iSvada, kad specifiniai poZymiali, susije
su tam tikry paZeidZiamy socialiniy grupiy socialine, vystymosi ir akademine
padétimi, yra pagrindiné Vidurio ir Ryty Europos edukacinés reabilitacijos
mokslo tema. Taigi, tyrimai, nagrinéjantys edukacinés reabilitacijos interven-
ciju efektyvuma, pasitaiko retai, ir artimiausiu metu tikimasi tolesniy pokyc¢iuy,
nes edukacinés reabilitacijos specialistai pagal etika privalo naudoti moksliskai
patikrintus metodus ir intervencijas (Mintom, Moriss, ir Yaites, 2016).

[Stirtoje mokslinéje literatiiroje, nagrinéjancioje edukacinés reabilitacijos
sritj, dominuoja kiekybiniai empiriniai tyrimai, daugiausia démesio skiriant
dviejy ar daugiau reiskiniy ar pozymiy koreliacijy nustatymui. Be to, daznai
naudojamos mazos ir patogiosios imtys, o tikslis eksperimentiniai tyrimai su
tikimybinémis imtimis pasitaiko labai retai. Taip yra todél, kad populiacijoje yra
palyginti nedidelé dalis asmeny su negalia (vaikais su vystymosi sunkumais),
kas neabejotinai sukuria salygas Sios srities tyrimams taikyti jvairius tyrimo
metodus (Odom ir kt., 2005), ypa¢ metodus, gristus kokybine metodologija
(Brantliger ir kt., 2005).

Edukacinés reabilitacijos srities tyrimai gali biti analizuojami, taikant daug
biidy, ir galima bei bitina jiems skirti daugiau démesio - nuo struktiruoty ste-
béjimy, veiksmo tyrimo iki eksperimenty, apimanciy kokybinius metodus greta
kiekybiniy rodikliy. Vis dar vyraujanti pozityvistiné tyrimo paradigma yra ne
visada tinkama, sprendziant edukacinés reabilitacijos tyrimy klausimus ir jei
daugiau démesio biuty skiriama kokybiniams metodams, bity galima Zymiai
pagerinti miisy supratimg apie edukacinés reabilitacijos metodus ir budus.

Santrauka

Moksliniai Zurnalai yra vieni svarbiausiy informacijos Saltiniy, kalbant apie
edukacinés reabilitacijos situacija, turinj ir kitus jos svarbius bruozus. Sios sri-
ties moksliniy zurnaly turinio analizé nusviecia jos pagrindines tendencijas ir
raida. Jei mokslinis darbas yra vertinamas kaip informacijos Saltinis, siekiant to-
bulinti profesine praktika, tai temos, kurioms jis skiriamas, netiesiogiai atspindi
profesine edukacinés reabilitacijos praktikg konkrecioje geografinéje vietovéje
ir laike, ypac jo turinys, teorinés koncepcijos bei galimybés jgyvendinti pacios
mokslo disciplinos mokslinius ir teorinius pasiekimus. Sio darbo tikslas - ia-
nalizuoti pagrindinius edukacinés reabilitacijos praktikos skiriamuosius bruo-
zus Vidurio ir Ryty Europos Salyse, konkreciai 15 posocialistiniy Saliy, kuriose
praéjusio amziaus 9 deSimtmetyje vyko esminiai politiniai ir socialiniai poky-
¢iai. Tarp jy yra 11 ES nariy (Bulgarija, Kroatija, Cekija, Estija, Latvija, Lietuva,
Lenkija, Rumunija, Slovakija ir Slovénija) drauge su 4 buvusios Jugoslavijos res-
publikomis, kurios Siuo metu kandidatuoja j ES (Bosnija ir Hercegovina, Serbi-
ja, Juodkalnija ir Makedonija). Sis tyrimas apima 4 mokslo Zurnalus, kuriuose
edukacinés reabilitacijos mokslininkai publikavo didZiajg dalj atlikto mokslinio
darbo laikotarpiu nuo 2008 m. iki 2016 m. Tai yra: Croatian Review of Rehabili-
tation Research (Kroatijos moksliniy tyrimy reabilitacijos tema apZvalga), Jour-
nal of Special Education and Rehabilitation (Zurnalas apie specialyjj ugdymgq ir
reabilitacijq), Research in Developmental Disabilities (Moksliniai tyrimai vysty-
mosi negaliy tema) ir Special Education (Specialusis ugdymas). Sis tyrimas grin-
dziamas 273 publikuoty anotacijy analize, taikant kiekybine turinio analize.
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Turinio analizé buvo atlikta atsiZvelgiant j publikavimo metus, tyrimo objekta,
tyrimo problema, publikacijos tipa, taikoma metodologija, tyrimo imties tipg ir
specifika.

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SPECIFICITIES OF THE SCIENCE OF EDUCATIONAL
REHABILITATION IN CENTRAL AND
EASTERN EUROPE?

Abstract

Scientific journals are amongst the most important sources of information regarding
the status, content and other relevant characteristics of educational rehabilitation.
A content analysis of scientific journals in an area illuminates its main trends and
development. This work seeks to analyse basic trademarks of educational rehabilitation
practice in countries from Central and Eastern Europe, specifically 15 post-socialist
countries which have, during the 1990s, seen substantial political and social changes.
This research includes 4 scientific journals in which educational rehabilitation scientists
have published most of the existing scientific work during the period from 2008 to
2016. These are: Croatian Review of Rehabilitation Research, Journal of Special Education
and Rehabilitation, Research in Developmental Disabilities and Special Education. This
research is based on an analysis of 273 published abstracts, by means of quantitative
content analysis.

The main hypothesis was that educational rehabilitation science in European post-
socialist countries has recognisable content and method, with the primary purpose of
developing scientifically verified interventions. These contribute to the promotion of
developmental, educational and social status for people with various difficulties. Such
a hypothesis has been partially confirmed. It was established that there is recognisable
contentand method, butthe predominance of scientifically verified interventions has not
been established. The science of educational rehabilitation is primarily characterised by
themes of specific abilities of a certain group of people with disabilities. This includes an
analysis of the efficiency of various interventative methods being present in one third of
the publications. In conclusion, the results of this research indicate the need for further
improvement of scientific activities within the science of educational rehabilitation
in Central and Eastern Europe, both in diversity of the scientific methodology and
regarding a focus on the interventions themselves (including evaluation, but also the
theoretical basis regarding their meaningfulness).

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Introduction

“The speed and dynamics of the development of science and certain scientific
disciplines depend on the development of methodology, the application of
new research methods, instruments, openness and creativity of the scientific
community” (Joki¢, Zauder, & Letina, 2012). In addition, it is well known that
a discipline’s scientific credibility is determined by its method, or methods
that help to formulate theories or hypotheses about the particular discipline,
including the methods used to test the underlying theories on which a discipline
rests. When it comes to the science of educational rehabilitation? the collection,
analysis, interpretation and use of data, plus the results of research are aimed
at understanding, describing, predicting and /or creating social, educational
and therapeutic factors of well-being of individuals and /or social groups that
have been exposed to the risk of social exclusion (Gersten et al.,, 2005; Mertens,
2015; Vaughn, Swanson, 2015). It is a relatively young and small scientific
community faced with complex scientific and professional challenges, given
the variety and complexity of the population to which it relates. The science of
educational rehabilitation is based on multiple causalities based on the origin
of the difficulties; including etiological and phenomenological aspects of the
difficulty, the effect of different social environments, the personal characteristics
of service users of and the specificities of the interventions themselves.

Salend (2011) defines educational rehabilitation as a scientific discipline that
includes the design, development and improvement of a specially formulated and
coordinated set of comprehensive research procedures. These being oriented
towards assessment (diagnosis), education and therapeutic services aimed at
those with developmental, learning, and behavioural difficulties and also those
with chronical illness. In addition, educational rehabilitation research is aimed
at affirming the equality of people with disabilities, with the aim of encouraging
their participation in all aspects of social life on an equal footing with others
(such as education, the labour market, family, and civil society). Through a
translation of the research results into practice, the scientific discipline itself
develops; shaping its goals, professional identity, academic standards, and other
aspects of the professional activity of educational rehabilitators (Leahy, 2017).
Science is expected to improve professional practice by combining scientific
evidence on educational rehabilitation activities in a specific environment, with
the aim of developing effective interventions, or contributing to the planning
of practical work based on well-known empirical evidence which provides the
desired outcomes of the intervention (Rice et al., 2010).

2 This paper is using the term “educational rehabilitation science” because it is common in the
area on which this research is focused (Central and Eastern Europe) and it also points to equality
between two aspects of this field (education and rehabilitation)
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Since scientific research plays a decisive role in improving the practice of
educational rehabilitation practice, scientific journals are among the most
important sources of information on the status, content and other relevant
characteristics of the scientific discipline itself (Nolen, 2009). A content analysis
of scientific journals illuminates its main trends and development (Minton,
Morris, Yaites, 2014). If scientific work is accessed as a source of information
for the purpose of improving professional practice, the topics to which they are
dedicated indirectly reflects professional educational rehabilitation practices in
a particular geographical area and time - particularly its content and theoretical
concepts, as well as the possibilities of implementing scientific and theoretical
achievements of the scientific discipline itself (Skledar, 2005). In short, a
content analysis of publications is aimed at examining the state of the science of
educational rehabilitation as a starting point for considering its improvement
and development.

Demirok, Baglama and Besgul (2015), summarising the results of the
content analysis of publications and journals in the science of educational
rehabilitation, point to the need for greater engagement of scientists in
researching interventions that are much better explored in the American
literature, compared with European literature. At the same time, Vaughn and
Swanson (2015) argue a significant contribution has been made to educational
rehabilitation research in improving interventions and educational practices
aimed at children with difficulties, and also at all other students too. Haber
et al. (2016) also indicate a recent increase in the literature that identifies
interventions with the potential to evaluate the effectiveness of scientific
validation. Woo, Goo, and Lee (2016) have analysed publications focused on
difficulties, and published in the 10 most important US journals in the period
from 2003 to 2013. They concluded that an equal number of publications are
based on empirical and theoretical (conceptual basis). Quantitative research is
dominant in empirical publications, while considerably fewer publications were
based on qualitative and combined methods. The vast majority of publications
were devoted to specific developmental disabilities, one third to specificlearning
difficulties, and less than a quarter were focused on other topics. Interestingly,
the overall opus of journals dedicated to diversity is dominated by topics of
gender and sexual orientation and different worldviews, while developmental
difficulties are less represented (Woo, Goo, Lee, 2016).

This research is focused on analysing the basic traits of the science of
educational rehabilitation within the countries of Central and Eastern Europe -
specifically, 15 post-socialist countries. The latter having undergone significant
political and social changes within the 1990s. Among them are 11 members
of the EU (Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland,
Romania, Slovakia, and Slovenia), alongside four former Yugoslavian republics,
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currently candidates for joining the EU (Bosnia / Herzegovina, Serbia, Mon-
tenegro, and Macedonia). It is well-known that most post-socialist countries
share similar problems, but different methods and models of solving them, thus
experiencing diffing effects of change (IliSin & Radin, 2002). Hence, the common
past of European post-socialist countries becomes less recognisable, reflecting
on all aspects of human activity, including scientific activity (Rad6, 2011).

The science of educational rehabilitation is developing in all of the 15
countries included in this analysis, as a part of different scientific areas and
reflecting faculties with different directions. Croatia, Bosnia / Herzegovina,
Serbia, Hungary, Bulgaria and Lithuania have independent faculties of
educational rehabilitation science, whilst other countries have it as a part of
faculties of educational sciences (Poland, Romania, Slovakia, Czech Republic,
Slovenia, Estonia), faculties of social science and humanities (Macedonia and
Montenegro), or faculty of medicine (Latvia).

Authors agree that the tempo of development of this science does not follow
changes we are witnessing in Western Europe and other developed parts of the
world (Paldam & Tinggaard Svendsen, 2000). Kwiek (2011) finds reasons for
that to be: a highly centralised educational system, greater focus on acquiring
formal qualifications than on real competences, a strong connection between
social science and the political goals of a country (primarily caused by mainly
state-funded science), and other similar factors.

The goal of this research is to analyse basic traits of publications published
by scientists from 15 post-socialist European countries, between the years of
2008 until 2016, in order to gain insight into the most important characteristics
of modern educational rehabilitation science in European post-socialist
countries. The research is based on content analysis of publication abstracts,
applying quantitative content analysis - in other words, a scientifically based
quantitative analysis of a group of messages, text contents or other meaningful
materials (Neuendorf, 2017; Krippendorff, 2013). The quantitative aspect of
content analysis means that it is a result of quantification analysis, counting and
connecting certain units of analysis, or counting frequencies of occurrence of
previously defined categories (Mani¢, 2014).

This research is focused on analysing the prevalent content and methods
in the research publications of scientists from 15 post-socialist European
countries, in a set period of time, in 4 representative journals. The research
is based on the premise that the science of educational rehabilitation in the
European post-socialist countries has recognisable content and methods, with
the primary purpose of developing scientifically verified interventions that
contribute to the improvement of the developmental, educational and social
status of people with various difficulties.

Research methods

The research sample was formed by searching the Scopus database. Scopus
is the largest database existing on the market for multidisciplinary scientific
literature, and since journals and papers are scrutinized by the editorial staff
before selection, it respresents a relevant, quality-based database (Chadegani
et al. 2013). This research does not analyse the quality of journals and papers
themselves, but it uses them as reference points for data concerning the
questions posed in this research. In the database, social science publications
where at least one of the authors was from either one of the 15 European post-
socialist countries were identified. The search was additionally constricted
for the period between the years 1996 and 2016, and to publications with an
available abstract. The time period was additionally narrowed down to 2008-
2016, since the selected journals weren’t indexed in the Scopus database before
that period of time.

The selected journals were reclassified in accordance with the OECD
classification system (OECD, 2007) by experts in each particular field, based
on detailed insight regarding the purpose and problems that are covered by
each of the analysed journals. For the requirements of this research, the work of
scientists in each of 23 journals was analysed.

Out of those 23 journals, and in the selected time period, scientists from post-
socialist European countries have published most of their work in 4 journals.
Theseare: Croatian Review of Rehabilitation Research, Journal of Special Education
and Rehabilitation, Research in Developmental Disabilities and Special Education.
It is worth noting that these 4 journals do not solely cover the whole field of
educational rehabilitation in Central and Eastern Europe, but were selected
based on the methodology of this particular research because they are journals
that are exclusively dedicated to the science of educational rehabilitation. The
rest of the journals were published outside Central and Eastern Europe, and
those are: British Journal of Developmental Disabilities (2 publications); British
Journal of Special Education (1 publication); European Journal of Special Needs
Education (7 publications); International Journal of Disability, Development
and Education (4 publications); International Journal of Psychosocial
Rehabilitation (2 publications); Journal of Applied Research in Intellectual
Disabilities (3 publications); Journal of Intellectual and Developmental
Disability (3 publications); Journal of Policy and Practice in Intellectual
Disabilities (4 publications); Journal of Research in Special Educational Needs
(3 publications); Logopedics Phonics and Voice (1 publication); Education and
Training in Autism and Developmental Disabilities (1 publication); Emotional
and Behavioural Difficulties (4 publications); Journal of Developmental and
Physical Disabilities (3 publications); Journal of the Association for Persons with
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Severe Handicaps (1 publication); International Journal of Special Education
(5 publications); Journal of Social Work in Disability and Rehabilitation
(1 publication); Journal of Learning Disabilities (4 publications); Infants and
Young Children (1 publication); International Journal of Early Childhood Special
Education (1 publication).

Since most of the above stated journals contain a small number of targeted
publications, the research included 273 publications published in 4 journals.
Three of them are published in countries from Central and Eastern Europe,
and one is published in Western Europe. The Croatian Review of Rehabilitation
Research is published in Croatia, the jJournal of Special Education and
Rehabilitation is published in Macedonia, Special Education in Lithuania, and
Research in Developmental Disabilities in the United Kingdom.

Coding and data analysis

In order to gain insight into numbers of publications, thematic diversity and
applied methodology, abstracts from selected journals which are indexed in the
Scopus database were categorised by these characteristics:

e year of publishing
e subject matter

e type of difficulties that are in focus (unspecified difficulties; multiple
difficulties; general population; specific learning difficulties; intellectual
difficulties; language, voice and speech difficulties; motor difficulties; vision
impairment; hearing impairment; autism spectre disorder; chronic illness;
behavioural problems; miscellaneous)

e type of publication (original scientific research or scientific review).

Thematic groups were formed according to abstract contents, with an
applied criterion of focus on user centred work, educational rehabilitation
interventions or social aspects of various difficulties. Based on this criterion, 7
themed groups were defined. These are:

e abilities and characteristics of users (e.g. adaptive behaviour, voice-
speech language abilities, functional abilities, social skills and abilities,
communication and motor sKkills abilities)

e incidence, classification, description and diagnosis of difficulties (e.g. presence
of aggressive behaviour, clinical perspective of various difficulties, chronic
illnesses, incidence of bullying, classification systems, metric characteristics
of tests and other instruments)
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e support systems for people with difficulties (e.g. personal assistants, anti-
discrimination, social status of people with disabilities, inclusive culture
in education institutions, support systems in education, education of
professionals, public policies and rights regarding people with disabilities,
special and regular schools)

e therapy and interventions (e.g. description and/or evaluation of art therapy,
early interventions, behavioural therapy, rehabilitation and work enabling
models, multi-dimensional treatments)

e parenting (e.g. family environment, socio-economic status, parents’
adjustmentto the child’s difficulty, parentingamong people with disabilities)

e scientific topics (validity of measurement instruments, epistemological
considerations, intervention models)

Scientific research was also categorised according to the following
characteristics:

e the applied method of analysis (quantitative, qualitative or mixed methods
research design)

o the applied data collection method (questionnaires, tests and tasks,
interviews, content analysis, case-study, and a combination of several
methods)

e type of research (correlation, descriptive, experimental)
e sample characteristics (size and diversity).

Publications which were categorised under correlation research were those
that sought correlations between a group or groups of variables (analysed
traits), while publications which were categorised under descriptive research
are publications which seek to find important common traits in a population
or a phenomenon, including their comparison and evaluation. Publications
categorised under experimental research were all those which aimed to
analyse the effects of some intentional factor (usually interventions), in order
to establish how it affects different traits of the subject in question.

The data has been analysed on a descriptive level, according to the frequency
of occurrence regarding the journal in which the publication was published.

Results and Discussion

Within the whole sample, scientific research is predominant (88,6%, =242,
N=273), while there were only 31 (11,3%, N=273) scientific reviews. The
majority (48%, f=133, N=273) has been published in the Croatian Review of
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Rehabilitation Research, while the other 3 journals have a relatively similar
number of published work by authors from 15 post-socialist European countries

(Table 1).

Hence, it is not surprising that the majority of published authors are from

Croatia (Table 2), followed by authors from Lithuania, Macedonia and Serbia. It
is clear that authors predominantly publish in domestic journals, while authors
from other countries are more present in the journal which is published in the
U.K., therefore outside Central and Eastern Europe. Interestingly, there was
no published research from Latvia, Slovakia and Montenegro, while Estonian,
Romanian, Bulgarian and Czech authors are extremely rare.

Considering the dynamics of publishing, there is a recognisably increased
trend in scientific activity within educational rehabilitation scientists in the last
5 years, since 88% (f=194, N=273) of published research within the Scopus
database has been published between 2012 and 2016 (Table 3). The work
published before 2008 has mostly remained unavailable to the international
community, so it is expected that the international visibility of educational
rehabilitation science from Central and Eastern Europe will be more evident
in the future. Nevertheless, the trend of publishing in regional journals is still
evident.

Within the analysed research, thereisaclear predominance of those thatfocus
on researching specific capabilities within certain groups of people; whether it
is a comparison of people characterised by some difficulty to people without
one, testing certain abilities, behavioural characteristics or other traits of a
certain group (people with disabilities, children with developmental difficulties,
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etc.). Precisely, 35,9% (f=98, N=273) of analysed research has focused on the
above stated subject matters (Table 4). Looking from an integrated perspective,
a third of the research analysed (32,6%, f=89, N=273) focused on interventions
and support systems within society. Since this is a core purpose of the science
of educational rehabilitation, such themes were expected to be more frequent.
Research regarding the development and standardisation of specific measuring
instruments is rare as is, the regarding of educational rehabilitation science
itself. Also, subjects pertaining to different aspects of the quality of life within
different groups are proportionately rare (5,5%, f=15, N=273).

Alongside a thematic orientation, the scientific opus of the science of
educational rehabilitation can be identified by the difficulties experienced by
groups they are intended to assist. (Table 5). These are greatly influenced by the
thematic orientation of the journals included in this analysis, and they vary from
the general population to multiple developmental difficulties. The majority of
research has been focused on specific developmental difficulties (70%, f=192,
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N=273). Almost one fifth of the publications (18,9%, f=51, N=273) is focused
on the general population (e.g. teachers, employers, pupils, the public), mainly
regarding attitude and competence assessments for fulfilling the needs of people
with disabilities/children with developmental difficulties. Also to do with the
standardisation of measuring instruments and/or research into occurrence of a
certain difficulty within the population. A portion of publications (11,4%, f=31,
N=273) focused on people with disabilities without specifying the disability
itself, and an extremely low portion of research (2,9%, f=8, N=273) focused
on a comparison of people with two or more difficulties. It can be concluded
that the characteristics of social, developmental and academic status of certain
vulnerable social groups are a predominant theme for the science of educational
rehabilitation in Central and Eastern Europe.

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A sample of empirical research (n=242) has been used to investigate usual
methods which educational rehabilitation scientists use in their research.
Quantitative methods are shown to be predominant (85,5%, f=207), while
qualitative methods (12,8%, f=31) and mixed methods research design (1,7%,
f=4) were very rare (Table 6).

Table 7 shows a predominance of correlation research (69%, f=167), while
experimental research is the least common (9,5%, f=23).

Regarding the most common source of data, there is a high proportion of
questionnaires and scales, followed by different test batteries, while methods
suited for qualitative research and combinations of different sources of data are

extremely rare

Considering the predominance of quantitative research based on
questionnaires and various tests, appropriate sample sizes were expected.
However, data shown in Table 9 points to a predominance of research with
less than 100 subjects (f=116, 47,9%), with almost a third of the research
(f=67, 27,7%) being realised using a sample from 100-500 subjects (with a
clear majority of research with less than 200 subjects). Research on a large
representative sample is very rare, since it was present in a 1:10 ratio in the
analysed sample. As previously shown, a third of analysed research is aimed at
the general population, which leads to the conclusion that research on small and
convenient (non-probability based) samples are a characteristic of educational
rehabilitation research. It is also a reason why scientists use nonparametric
tests, aimed at small samples (Nikoli¢, Bili¢-Prpi¢, & Pej¢inovi¢, 2005).

The publications analysed in this sample were predominantly based on
a single group of subjects (e.g. teachers, pupils, parents, employers, etc.).
Specifically, 60,7% of all sampled publications falls into this category. 27,3%
of the research is based on two comparable samples (e.g. children with and
children without difficulties), and only 12% is based on 3 or more sample groups
(e.g. teachers, parents and children or adults with various types of difficulties).

Conclusion

This research has analysed the main traits of publications by scientists
from 15 post-socialist European countries in the time period from 2008 until
2016. A total of 273 summaries published in 4 journals (Croatian Review of
Rehabilitation Research, Journal of Special Education and Rehabilitation,
Research in Developmental Disabilities and Special Education) were analysed.
The main hypothesis was that the science of educational rehabilitation in
post-socialist European countries has distinctive content and methods, with
a primary purpose of developing scientifically verified interventions which
contribute to furthering the developmental, educational and social status of
people with various difficulties.

The research does not encompass the complete scientific production from
scientists within 15 post-socialist countries in the aforementioned period of
time, lacking any analysis of books and work that was published in otherjournals.
Also, there is no comparative component which would include a comparison
with other, western-European authors and authors outside Europe. Therefore,
it is justified to interpret these results only as an overview of the science of
educational rehabilitation within Central and Eastern Europe, without the
generalisations regarding the state of this scientific field in society as a whole.

When compared to other social sciences, a rather small portion of journals
and published research within the science of educational rehabilitation
indicates that this is a relatively young and small scientific community which is
facing complex scientific and professional challenges, considering the diversity
and needs of its target population. It is also evident that authors from 15 post-
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socialist countries still tend to publish their work more frequently in domestic
journals with a proportionately weaker international orientation.

The results of the qualitative content analysis have shown that the science of
educational rehabilitation is predominantly characterised by themes regarding
specific abilities of certain groups of people with disadvantages. Whilst one
third of the work is focused on evaluating the efficiency of different types
of interventions, all of which is in line with the previous research (Demirok,
Baglama, & Besgul, 2015; Vaughn & Swanson; 2015; Haber et al.,, 2016; Woo,
Goo, & Lee, 2016). The largest amount of research focuses on analysing
the characteristics of specific difficulties. From this it possible to conclude
that specific characteristics pertaining to the social, developmental and
academic status of certain vulnerable social groups is a dominant theme of
the educational rehabilitation in Central and Eastern Europe. Accordingly, the
research regarding the efficiency of educational rehabilitation interventions is
rare and subsequent changes are expected in the near future, since educational
rehabilitators are ethically bound to use scientifically verified methods and
interventions (Mintom, Moriss & Yaites, 2016). This means that research is not
primarily focused on scientifically verified interventions which contribute to
the advancement of the developmental, educational and social status of people
with various difficulties.

Within the researched scientific opus in the educational rehabilitation
field, quantitative empirical research is predominant, mainly focusing on
establishing correlations between two or more phenomena or characteristics.
Also, small and convenient samples are frequent, while rigorous experimental
research with probability based samples is extremely rare. It is a consequence
of a relatively small proportion of people with disabilities (children with
developmental difficulties) within the population, which undoubtedly creates
a space for implementing different research methods in this field (Odom et al.,
2005), especially those based on qualitative methodology (Brantliger et al,,
2005).

There are various perspectives when approaching educational rehabilitation
research and it is possible and necessary to give these more attention, from
structured observations, action research, through experiments which include
qualitative methods alongside quantitative indicators. The positivistic research
paradigm, which is still dominant, isn’'t always appropriate in answering
the educational rehabilitation research questions, and a greater focus on
qualitative methods could significantly improve our understanding of methods
and techniques of educational rehabilitation. Qualitative methods are also more
appropriate when the research is conducted on a small number of subjects,
hence the prevalence of qualitative research in some scientific disciplines, such
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as educational psychology (Carroll, 2016). The deductive-analytic research
method could improve the scientific basis of educational rehabilitation
interventions.

In conclusion, the results of this research indicate the need for the
further improvement of scientific activities within the science of educational
rehabilitation in Central and Eastern Europe, both in the diversity of scientific
methodology and regarding the focus on interventions themselves (including
evaluation, but also the theoretical basis regarding their meaningfulness).
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SPECIFICITIES OF THE SCIENCE OF EDUCATIONAL
REHABILITATION IN CENTRAL AND EASTERN EUROPE

Summary

Scientific journals are amongst the most important sources of information
regarding the status, content and other relevant characteristics of educational
rehabilitation. A content analysis of scientific journals in an area illuminates
its main trends and development. If scientific work is accessed as a source
of information for the purpose of improving professional practice, the topics
to which they are dedicated indirectly reflect professional educational
rehabilitation practices in a particular geographical area and time - particularly
its content and theoretical concepts, as well as the possibilities of implementing
scientific and theoretical achievements of the scientific discipline itself. This
work seeks to analyse basic trademarks of educational rehabilitation practice
in the countries from Central and Eastern Europe, specifically 15 post-socialist
countries which have, seen substantial political and social changes during
the 1990s. Among these are 11 members of the EU (Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech
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Republic, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Poland, Romania, Slovakia, and Slovenia),
alongside 4 former Yugoslavian republics, currently candidates for joining the
EU (Bosnia / Herzegovina, Serbia, Montenegro, and Macedonia).

Thisresearchincludes 4 scientificjournalsin which educational rehabilitation
scientists have published most of the existing scientific work during the period
from 2008 to 2016. These are: the Croatian Review of Rehabilitation Research,
the Journal of Special Education and Rehabilitation, Research in Developmental
Disabilities and Special Education. This research is based on an analysis of 273
published abstracts, by means of quantitative content analysis. The analysed
content has been categorised according to the year of publishing, subject of the
research, difficulties which the research was focused on, type of publication,
applied methodology, type and specificities of the research samples.

When compared to other social sciences, a rather small portion of journals
and published research within the science of educational rehabilitation
indicates that this is a relatively young and small scientific community which is
facing complex scientific and professional challenges, considering the diversity
and needs of its target population. It is also evident that authors from 15 post-
socialist countries still tend to publish their work in domestic journals more
frequently, with a proportionately weaker international orientation.

The main hypothesis has been partially confirmed- that the science
of educational rehabilitation in European post-socialist countries has a
recognisable content and methods, with a primary purpose of developing
scientifically verified interventions which contribute to the promotion of
developmental, educational and social status for people with various difficulties.
It was established that there is recognisable content and methods, but the
predominance of scientifically verified interventions has not been established.

The results of the quantitative content analysis has shown that the science
of educational rehabilitation is primarily characterised by themes of specific
abilities of a certain group of people with disabilities, with an analysis of the
efficiency of various interventative methods being present in one third of the
publications. The greatest number of publications is focused on an analysis of
individual difficulties, so it can be concluded that the characteristics of social,
developmental and academic status of specific vulnerable social groups are a
predominant theme of educational rehabilitation science in Central and Eastern
Europe. Therefore, research of the efficiency of educational rehabilitation
interventions is rare and this is expected to change in the near future, since
educational rehabilitators are ethically bound to use scientifically proven
methods and interventions. There is a clear predominance of empirical
research, based on quantitative data, within the educational rehabilitation
scientific publication opus, with correlation between two or more phenomena
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or characteristics, and this being the most common. However, research is usually
conducted on small and convenient samples, while rigorous experimental
research with probability-based sampling is extremely rare.

In conclusion, the results of this research indicated the need for further
improvement of scientific activities within the science of educational
rehabilitation in Central and Eastern Europe, both in the diversity of scientific
methodology and regarding the focus on the interventions themselves (including
evaluation, but also the theoretical basis regarding their meaningfulness).
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
